The publishing pitfalls, the poor advice, the weak 
structures that undermine great ideas. There are 
books, and then there are books. The difference  
is depth, discipline, and the right guidance. 

A worldclass book doesn’t happen by accident.  
It’s intentional. It’s crafted with clarity, strategy,  
and substance. It’s written to build trust, to add  
real value, and to last. And when you get it right,  
it becomes one of the most powerful business  
assets you’ll ever own. 

And once it’s published, the leveraging begins.

You can use it to 
attract new clients, grow your credibility, and create 
genuine impact. It becomes the foundation for your  
brand and the proof that you know what you’re 
talking about.

What could a world class book  
do for you and your business? 
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Before I ever wrote a book, I lived a few other lives.  
I was a commercial diver and ran my own dive 
shop in Sydney. I worked in Papua New Guinea, 
later taught bush survival skills in outback Western 
Australia, spent six months selling encyclopaedias 
door to door in Tasmania, and travelled the world 
promoting the Great Barrier Reef. I also ran an 
advertising and marketing firm, plus a few other  
odd jobs along the way.

And here’s the part that usually surprises people, 
I never set out to be an author. I didn’t grow up 
thinking, “One day I’ll write books.” Writing wasn’t 
some romantic dream. When I was running my 
marketing business, I quickly realised many people 
struggled with marketing basics. The business 
owners who came to me wanted short, sharp, 
practical guidance they could afford, so they could 
make more money.

I kept answering the same questions and realised 
that if I wrote a book about it, something like 101 
Ways to Market Your Business, it could genuinely  
help small businesses. So that’s what I did.

That decision changed everything. I approached 
Allen & Unwin, they loved the idea and published  
the book. Fortunately, it was successful from day 
one. Books became the core of my business model. 
I knew my audience, I knew what they wanted, 
and each book built on a simple promise, smart, 
affordable advice for small business owners.

Fast forward and I’ve written and published  
14 books, with three more on the way. I’ve had the 
privilege of working with Allen & Unwin and Simon  
& Schuster, and I’m proud of the publishing history 
that came with that. These days, I also self publish 
with the Publish Central team because I value 

the flexibility and control. But whichever path  
we choose, the standard has to be world class.  
If you want your book to build your brand and  
your business, it has to be extraordinary.

Today I’m a commercial writer. Writing is not a  
hobby for me, it’s a business. Every book I’ve written 
has been designed to do a job, generate income, 
build credibility, and open doors. That’s also why  
I’ve become known for helping other people do  
the same.

To date, I’ve helped over 1000 first time authors 
write and publish their books, across a wide range 
of industries. In the process, I’ve learned that a great 
book can change everything, not in a puppies and 
unicorns way, but in a business of substance way.

A book can make you the trusted authority in your 
space. It can help you charge more and attract better 
clients. It can create new revenue opportunities. 
Most importantly, it can turn your expertise into  
a platform so your ideas can reach more people.
